WE HAVE INCUBATED, RAISED, BANDED, AND RELEASED OVER 12,500 DUCKS, GEESE, AND PHEASANTS TO DATE

NDC BANDED WATERFOWL HAVE BEEN RECOVERED STATEWIDE AND AS FAR AWAY AS Ontario, Canada

KEEP AN EYE ON YOUR PATH AHEAD FOR A FLUSHING HEN AND CHECK FOR A NEST BEFORE IT IS DESTROYED, PLEASE EDUCATE YOUR MACHINERY OPERATORS OF THE IMPORTANCE OF EGG RESCUE AND PROPER HANDLING

OTHER METHODS INCLUDE PRE-FLUSHING FIELDS BEFORE MOVING THE MACHINERY INTO THE AREA

GATHER THE EGGS IN A BAG OR BOX PRE-FILLED WITH GRASS, SAW DUST, OR NEWSPAPER

KEEP THE EGGS AT NORMAL OUTDOOR DAYTIME TEMPERATURE AND DROP THEM BY ANY OF OUR DROP SITES WITHIN 8 HOURS – DO NOT LEAVE THE EGGS IN YOUR VEHICLE WITH WINDOWS UP AND DO NOT TRY TO ARTIFICIALLY KEEP THEM WARM

EGGS CAN BE DROPPED OFF AT 14153 MARKET STREET IN WALNUT GROVE OR AT REMAX GOLD ON RIVER ROAD IN WALNUT GROVE

OTHER EGG DROP SITES:  AMISTAD RANCHES ON RUSSELL ROAD IN COURTLAND, BROADWAY BAIT ROD AND GUN IN SACRAMENTO, OR CALL 916-776-4035 EXT 4 AND SOMEONE WILL COME AND GET THEM.
